COMMEMORATIVE TREES & MEMORIAL BENCHES

The Parks and Recreation Department
operates a wood chip and mulch give-away
program adjacent to the Composting Exhibit
Site in Memorial Park.

When excess wood chips or mulch are
produced during forestry maintenance, they
are dumped at the site and are free for the
taking for the general public. Availability
varies throughout the year. Just bring your
vehicle and your shovel and load the wood
chips anytime the park is open.

The compost site at Memorial Park does
not accept yard waste or tree trimmings.
Please do not drop off any items at the
compost site. If you have yard waste to
dispose, please go to 2606 West Edgewood
Drive. This service is free for City residents.
For more information on yard waste drop
off, contact Jefferson City Community
Development at 634-6409.

During the spring (March-May) and fall (September-November) planting seasons, Parks
and Recreation staff will plant a tree from the list below. After planting, a memorial plaque
will be installed in front of the commemorative tree. Types of trees available include
Sawtooth Oak, Redbud, Swamp White Oak, Kousa Dogwood, White Pine, Crabapple,
Magnolia, Autumn Blaze Maple and Burr Oak.

Applications are available at the Parks and Recreation office. Commemorative trees are
$150 per tree. Orders taken from June 1 - November 30 are planted during the fall, orders
taken from December 1 - May 31 are planted during the spring. For more information,
contact City Forester at 634-6509.

The cost of a memorial bench is $250 which includes installation and a memorial plaque.
